Monthly vehicle servicing checklist

The Mechanic assigned to the operating area is primarily responsible to conduct regular servicing. Most manufacturers recommend regular servicing every 5,000 kms, but a CARE vehicle should be serviced more frequently (every 3,000 kms) due to the severe conditions to which it is subjected. 
The monthly service should include the following:

· Change engine oil

· Change fuel filter

· Change oil filter

· Check & fill gear box oil

· Check & fill front differential oil

· Check & fill rear differential oil

· Check all chassis nuts & bolts

· Comprehensive greasing of all points

· Check front/rear suspension

· Complete washing/cleaning of the undercarriage

· Check battery, clean and grease battery terminals

· Check brakes

· Check availability of spare tire, jack, tool kit, tow cable, etc.

· Check proper functioning of windows, wipers, door locks, and seat belts
