KEY CRITERIA FOR DEFINING CI GLOBAL ADVOCACY PRIORITIES
Global advocacy

Global advocacy is defined as advocacy conducted in a coordinated fashion by multiple parts of CI (joint advocacy), around issues and related policies at multiple levels in order to influence national, regional or international policy change.

In order to decide whether a specific advocacy initiative should become a global priority for CI, a number of criteria have been developed following the Canberra PWG meeting in December 2006 and should be taken into consideration:

1. The initiative addresses a critical underlying cause of poverty/humanitarian issue and the required policy change would make a significant difference. 
2. The initiative is relevant at multiple levels (for example it targets northern and southern policy makers).
3. Engagement on the issue would strengthen CI’s emerging public profile.
4. CI has the potential to have an impact on the policy environment (for example it has access to the relevant policy makers and potential linkages with others working in the same area).
5. CI has a comparative advantage in terms of adding value to other actions already being carried out in this policy sphere.
6. There is the energy and passion within CARE to engage on the issue and broad CI and CO interest and support.
7. CI is able to dedicate and mobilise adequate resources to engage in advocacy on the issue. 
8. Possible risks for CI in addressing the issue have been identified and can be managed.
