Rapid Gender Analysis on Power & Participation: Assessment Tools
		Community Mapping
Purpose: To create a visual diagram/picture of the community layout and identify where key spaces for resources and services can be accessed and key spaces for decision making (where people meet formally or informally) and barriers to accessing those services/goods and spaces (safe or unsafe part of community, distance).
Steps for the mapping
a) The community draws an approximate sketch of their community from a top-down view. Give plenty of time and space to draw the map.  
b) Ask the participants to mark the resources, services and facilities (health center, latrines, bathing spaces, market) available in the community and where different groups in the community live. 
c) Mark the formal and informal decision-making spaces? Where are they 
d) Some questions to facilitate the discussion could include:
· Are there people living in the margins of the community? If so, why? What are their characteristics (occupation, ethnicity, religion, date of arrival to the community)?  Are there any values/beliefs that explain this segregation?
· Does a person’s caste, gender, ethnicity, age or education level determine the places they can go in the community? Or, how they are received or treated in different places?
· Are there any places or community resources that certain people might feel uncomfortable or unsafe visiting or using? Can you identify these places and resources on the map? Why do they feel unsafe/uncomfortable visiting?
For each of the resources marked on the map, ask participants:
a. Who are the people in charge of these spaces, are they men or women? What other characteristics (education level, age, status etc)? 
b. How did they get into that position of influence or power?
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
